DFCCIL's Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) Initiatives

Dedicated Freight Corridor Corporation of India Limited (DFCCIL), in line with its
commitmentto social responsibility and in compliance with Section 135 of the Companies Act,
2013, continued to undertake impactful Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) initiatives
during FY 2024-25.

The company's CSR initiatives focused on creating sustainable value for communities,
particularly in areas adjacent to DFCCIL's project alignment and in Aspirational Districts
identified by NITI Aayog. As per National CSR theme "Health & Nutrition" for year 2024-2025,
the company’s focus remained on following areas:

Key Focus Areas:

e Health & Nutrition: DFCCIL prioritized healthcare initiatives, conducting awareness
and training programs for health, nutrition, menstrual hygiene, and mental health in
various schools. Sanitary napkins were also distributed to promote menstrual hygiene
among adolescent girls.

e Education: The company supported government schools by providing digital
classrooms, smart TVs, and teacher training programs, enhancing the learning
experience and promoting digital literacy.

e Tuberculosis Awareness: A targeted program was conducted in rural areas of
Raebareli district, distributing nutrition kits to 700 TB patients and promoting awareness
about the disease.

e Hygiene & Infrastructure: DFCCIL constructed toilets in schools to promote hygiene
and school retention among adolescent girls. Additionally, mid-day meal sheds were
built, and kitchens were renovated and repaired to ensure a hygienic environment for
nutritious meals.

e Child Health & Nutrition: The company provided essential kitchen equipment, water
coolers with UV purifiers, solar water heaters, and dining tables with chairs to schools,
creating a child-friendly environment for mid-day meals.

CSR Allocation: An amount of Rs. 116.14 lakhs were allocated for CSR initiatives in FY 2024-
25, reflecting DFCCIL's commitment to social responsibility and community development.

Impact: These initiatives aimed to promote health, education, and hygiene, ultimately
contributing to the well-being of communities and creating a positive impact. By focusing on
sustainable development and community engagement, DFCCIL reinforced its commitment to
being a responsible corporate citizen.

DFCCIL PRAYAGRAJ UNIT-
