Dedicated Freight Corporation of India (DFCCIL) is a Public Sector Undertaking under the
administrative control of Government of India (Ministry of Railways) for construction,
maintenance and operation of the Dedicated Rail Freight Corridors.

Dedicated Freight Corridor

congested. Level Crossings (LC's) are generally unsafe locations and also a congestion points
for road/rail’s users.

3.11 Site Inspection: Tenderers are requested to inspect the site and carry out careful examination
to satisfy them as to the nature of work involved and facilities available at the site. They
should note carefully all the existing structures and those under construction through other
agencies. They should also study the suitability of utilizing the different equipment and the
machinery that they intend to use for the execution of the work. The tenderers should also
select suitable sites for the purpose of locating their store yard, laboratory, staff quarters etc.,
and satisfy themselves with regard to the feasibility of transporting the girders, etc. from the
yard to the final site of placement etc.

b) Value of a completed work done by a Member in an earlier JV shall be reckoned only to the
extent of the concerned member's share in that JV for the purpose of satisfying his/her
compliance to the above mentioned technical eligibility criteria in the tender under
consideration.

17.15.2 Financial Eligibility Criteria

The JV shall satisfy the requirement of “Financial Eligibility” mentioned at para 10.2 above.
The “financial capacity” of the lead member of JV shall not be less than 51% of the financial
eligibility criteria mentioned at para 10.2 above.

On issue of Letter of Acceptance (LOA) to the partnership firm, all the guarantees like
Performance Guarantee, Guarantee for various Advances to the Contractor shall be submitted
only in the name of the partnership firm and no splitting of guarantees among the partners shall
be acceptable.

On issue of Letter of Acceptance (LOA), contract agreement with partnership firm shall be
executed in the name of the firm only and not in the name of any individual partner.

In case the Letter of Acceptance (LOA) is issued to a partnership firm, the following shall be
furnished by all the partners through a notarized affidavit, before signing of contract agreement.

Joint and several liabilities:

The partners of the firm to which the Letter of Acceptance (LOA) is issued, shall be jointly and
severally liable to the DFCCIL for execution of the contract in accordance with General and
Special Conditions of the Contract. The partners shall also be liable jointly and severally for
the loss, damages caused to the DFCCIL during the course of execution of the contract or due
to non-execution of the contract or part thereof.

Duration of the partnership deed and partnership firm agreement:

The partnership deed/partnership firm agreement shall normally not be modified/altered/
terminated during the currency of contract and the maintenance period after the work is
completed as contemplated in the conditions of the contract.

Manager (Construction) and shall mean and include their successors, of the successor
DFCCIL/Railways.

©) "Chief Engineer" shall mean the Officer in-charge of the Engineering Department of
DFCCIL/Railways and shall also include Chief Engineer (Construction), Chief Signal &
Telecommunication Engineer, Chief Signal & Telecommunication Engineer (Construction),
Chief Electrical Engineer, Chief Electrical Engineer (Construction), Chief Mechanical
Engineer and shall also include GGM/GM of DFCCIL.

(d) “Divisional Railway Manager” shall mean the Officer in-charge of a Division of the Railway
and shall also mean any officer nominated by Managing Director / DFCCIL and shall mean
and include their successors of the successor DFCCIL/Railways.

O] “Engineer” and Employer’s Engineer shall mean the Chief General Manager of DFCCIL
/ Representative appointed by DFCCIL.

)] “Engineer’s Representative” shall mean the Assistant Engineer, Assistant Signal and
Telecommunication Engineer and Assistant Electrical Engineer, APM / PM / Dy .CPM / Add.
CPM of DFCCIL in direct charge of the work and shall include any Sr. Sec. / Sec / Jr.
Engineer / Executive / Sr. Executive, APM/PM/Dy.CPM of DFCCIL of Civil Engineering
/ Signal & Telecommunication Engineering / Electrical Engineering Department appointed
by the DFCCIL/Railways and shall mean and include the Engineer’s Representative of the
successor DFCCIL/Railways.

(9) "Contractor" shall mean the Person/Firm/LLP/Trust/Co-operative Society or Company
whether incorporated or not who enters into the contract with the DFCCIL/Railways and shall
include their executors, administrators, successors and permitted assigns.

(h) "Contract” shall mean and include the Agreement, the Work Order, the accepted Bill(s) of
Quantities or Chapter(s) of Standard Schedule of Rates (SSOR) of the DFCCIL/Railways
modified by the tender percentage for items of works quantified, or not quantified, the
Standard General Conditions of Contract, the Special Conditions of Contracts, if any; the
Drawing, the Specifications, the Special Specifications, if any and Tender Forms, if any.

(i "Works" shall mean the works to be executed in accordance with the contract.
() "Specifications" shall mean the Standard Specifications for Materials &Works of
DFCCIL/Railways as specified by DFCCIL under the authority of the Chief Engineer or as

amplified, added to or superseded by Special Specifications, if any.

(k)  Standard Schedule of Rates (SSOR) shall mean the schedule of Rates adopted by the
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Railway/DFCCIL, which includes-

1. “Unified Standard Schedule of Rates of the Railway (USSOR)” i.e. the Standard Schedule
of Rates of the Railway issued under the authority of the Chief Engineer from time to time,
updated with correction slips issued up to date of inviting tender or as otherwise specified
in the tender documents;

‘Contractor’s authorized Engineer’ shall mean a graduate Engineer or equivalent, having
more than 3 years’ experience in the relevant field of construction work involved in the
contract, duly approved by Engineer.

complained and should the contractor fail to comply with requisition made in the notice within
seven days from the receipt thereof, it shall be lawful for the purchaser to take the work wholly
or in part, out of the contractor’s hands without any further reference and get the work or any
part thereof as the case may be completed by other agencies at expense of the contractor
without prejudice to any other right or remedy of the purchaser.

LOSS SUSTAINED DUE TO DEFAULT AND DELAY:

In the event of any loss to the purchaser on account of execution and/or completion of the
work or any parts thereof by agencies other than the contractor, the contractor shall be liable
to reimburse the loss to the purchaser without prejudice to any other right and remedies of the
purchaser, and as the case may be met at the option, of the purchaser, from out of all or any
of the following sources viz.

i) Any amount due and payable to the purchaser on any account whatsoever.
i) The contractor’s security deposit with the purchaser so far as available and
iii) Any other assets whatsoever belonging to contractor.

TRACTOR’S RESPONSIBILITY FOR DISCREPANCY:

All designs and drawings submitted by the contractor shall be based on thorough study and
shall be such that the contractor is satisfied about their suitability. The purchaser’s approval
will be based on these considerations. Notwithstanding approval communicated by the
purchaser, during the progress of the contract for designs and drawings, proto type samples
of material after inspection of materials

After erection and adjustments to installations the ultimate responsibility for correct designs
and execution of work shall rest with the contractor.

The contractor shall be responsible for and bear and pay the costs for any alteration of works
arising from any discrepancies errors or omissions in the design and drawings supplied by
him, whether such designs and drawings have been approved by the purchaser or not.

ADDITIONS AND ALTERATIONS TO ERECTED EQUIPMENTS:

Employer may require ADDITIONAL INSTALLATIONS OR MODIFICATIONS OR
REPLACEMENTS as per new designs as evolved or decided during currency of contract to
be carried out on works he deems necessary, either during execution or after a part or whole
of installations coming with purview of contract has been put into commercial service. Further
it may be necessary and expedient to energize overhead equipment which has been completed
and finally adjusted in portions in yard/s. This will necessitate erection of new equipment in
vicinity or joining energized equipment. In case prices for such additional works or
modifications are not covered by schedule of price and are such that either party considers
additional prices for such works justified, such additional works or modification shall be
carried out by contractor.

In case additional installations or modifications or replacements are
required to be carried out under this para, Purchaser shall grant a reasonable extension of
time, should it be necessary.

Provision of Efficient and Competent Staff at Work Sites by the Contractor:

The Contractor shall place and keep on the works at all times efficient and competent staff
to give the necessary directions to his workmen and to see that they execute their work in
sound and proper manner and shall employ only such supervisors, workmen and labourers in
or about the execution of any of these works as are careful and skilled in the various trades.

The Contractor shall at once remove from the works any agents, permitted sub-contractor,
supervisor, workman or labourer who shall be objected to by the Engineer and if and
whenever required by the Engineer, he shall submit a correct return showing the names of all
staff and workmen employed by him.

In the event of the Engineer being of the opinion that the Contractor is not employing on the
works a sufficient number of staff and workmen as is necessary for proper completion of the
works within the time prescribed, the Contractor shall forthwith on receiving intimation to
this effect deploy the additional number of staff and labour as specified by the Engineer within
seven days of being so required and failure on the part of the Contractor to comply with such
instructions will entitle the Railway/DFCCIL to rescind the contract under these conditions.

Deployment of Qualified Engineers at Work Sites by the Contractor:

The Contractor shall also employ qualified Graduate Engineer(s) or equivalent, or qualified
Diploma Engineer(s) as per requirement.

In case the Contractor fails to employ the Engineer as mentioned in tender document, he shall
be liable to pay liquidated damages at the rates, as prescribed in the tender documents.

ACCESS TO WORK SITE:

The engineer or his representative shall be at liberty to object to the presence of any
representative or other person employed by the contractor in or about the works on the ground
of misconduct, incompetence or negligence, the contractor on receipt of notices of such
objection in writing, shall forthwith remove the person so objected to and provide in his place
another competent person and shall not allow such person to enter the site of work
subsequently. The purchaser will not be able to pay any cost or damage on this account.

INFRINGEMENT OF PATENTS:

Contractor is forbidden to use any patents or registered drawings, process or patterns in
fulfilling his contract without previous consent in writing of owner of such patent, drawing,
pattern or trade mark, except where these are specified by Purchaser himself. Royalties where
payable for use of such patented processes, registered drawings or patterns shall be borne
exclusively by Contractor. Contractor shall advise Purchaser of any proprietary rights that
may exist on such processes, drawings or patterns which he may use of his own accord.

In case of patents taken out by Contractor of drawings or patterns registered by him, or of
those patents, drawings, or patterns for which he holds a license, signing of Contract
automatically gives Purchaser right to repair by himself the purchased articles covered by
patent or by any person or body chosen by him and to obtain from any sources he desires
component parts required by him in carrying out repair work. In event of infringement of any
patent rights due to above action of Purchaser, he shall be entitled to claim damages from
contractor on the grounds of any loss of any nature which he may suffer e.g. in case of
attachment because of counterfeiting.

purchaser and keep him indemnified and harmless against all claims, costs, charges and
expenses arising from or incurred by reason of such claim provided that Purchaser shall notify
contractor immediately any claim is made and that contractor shall be at liberty, if he so
desires with the assistance of Purchaser if required but at Contractor's expense, to conduct all

Performance security. However, the Contractor shall not be absolved from his responsibility
and /or liability in this regard.

PENALTY FOR DELAY IN MPLETION:

If the contractor fails to execute and complete the work within time specified in the agreement
or within the period of extension granted except in so far that the delay is on the purchaser’s
account; the contractor shall accept reduction in the total amount payable to him by the
purchaser between 0.05% to 0.30% of contract value of the works for each week or part of
the weekly.

Necessary electrical power required in C/W the
test will be supplied free of any charges by the purchaser. The contractor shall submit six
copies of the results to the purchaser for acceptance. The contractor shall also submit 6 copies
of the manufacturer’s test certificates for equipments such as motor, cable etc.

Should the result of the test not be satisfactory, an extension of one month will be granted to
the contractor to make good the defects and or any deficiencies pointed out by the purchaser
a fresh test will then be carried out after the contractor has attended to the defects and
deficiencies. If these do not yield satisfactory results, the purchaser may proceed at the
contractor’s expense, by all means as deemed expedient to have installation made satisfactory
until they comply with the specification, approved drawings and designs.

In such a case or in a case of delay in completion of the work under this contract within the
time limit, the purchaser reserves the right to get the work completed by contractor as per
provisions of contract. The purchaser will give to the contractor for this purpose 7 days
previous notice. The contractor shall then take at his own expense all necessary steps to
complete the works in accordance with the provision of the contract. In case it becomes
impossible to proceed with the above mentioned taking over tests, for reason other than for
which the contractor is responsible, the “Provisional Acceptance Certificate” shall be issued
at or within a mutually agreed reasonable period not exceeding 6 months after completion of
the work.

Imposition of token penalty for delay in the completion of work- Competent authority while
granting extension to the currency of contract under GCC may also consider levy of token
penalty as deemed fit based on the merit of the case.

DEFECTIVE EQUIPMENTS TO BE CHANGED:

INTEGRITY PACT:-

As per office memorandum no F.No DPE/13(12)/11-Fin Dated 09.09.2011 issued by Ministry
of Heavy Industries (DPE) all PSU should enter into Integrity pact in the required proforma
in their procurement transaction/ Contracts with suitable changes specific to the situation in
which the pact is to be used. The pact, entering into which would be a preliminary
qualification for any bidder, essentially envisages an agreement between the prospective
vendors / bidders and the DFCCIL, committing the persons/ officials on both sides not to
resort to any corrupt practices in any aspect / stage of the contract.

A copy of pre contract integrity pact is enclosed as form no.5 for signature of bidder as
acceptance, as and when Independent External monitor is appointed.

ELECTRICAL NTRACTOR LICENSE:
Contractor must have valid Class-‘A’, Electrical Contractor License issued from appropriate
government authority to execute mentioned works.

Accident:-

The contractor shall, in respect of all staff engaged by him or by his sub-contractor,
indemnify and keep the employer at all times indemnified and protected against all claims
made and liabilities incurred under Workman’s Compensation Act, the Factories Act and
the Payment of Wages Act, and rules made there under from time to time or under any other
labour and Industrial Legislation made from time to time.

The contractor shall indemnify and keep the employer indemnified and harmless against
all actions, suits, claim demands, costs, charges or expenses arising in connection with any
death or injury sustained by any person or persons sustained due to the acts or omission of
the contractor, his sub-contractors, his agents or his staff during the executions of this contract
irrespective of whether such liability arises under the Workman’s Compensation Act, or Fatal
Accident Act or any other statute in force for the time being.

The contractor’ liability to meet third party claims of the type outlined above will be
applicable only in cases where accidents have been caused by workmanship, material,
execution or negligence on the part of the contractor and further the liability of the contractor
will be limited to Rs.5 lakh for any one accident.

The contractor shall be responsible for all repairs and rectification of damages to
completed works or works under execution due to DFCCIL accidents, thefts, pilferage or any
other cause, without delay to minimize or to avoid traffic detentions, in a section until the
installation are provisionally handed over to the employer.

In the event of any accident or failure occurring in or about the work or arising out for or in
connection with the construction completion or maintenance of the work which in the opinion
of the engineer required immediate attention, the Railway may be with its own workmen or
other agency execute or partly execute the necessary work or carry out repairs if the engineer
considers that the contractors is not in a position to do so in time and charge the cost thereof,
as to be determined by the PM/GM/EL/DDU to the contractor.

SAFETY GEAR- During execution of the work, contractors shall ensure that all safety
precautions are taken by their men to protect themselves and site to prevent any untoward
incident. DFCCIL reserve the right to stop the work in the absence of proper safety gear and
no claim shall be entertained in this regard; decision of the Engineer-in-charge will be final
and binding upon the contractor. The cost of all the safety gear is deemed to have been
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included in the rates quoted and nothing extra is payable under this contract

The contractor shall take all precautionary measures in order to ensure the protection of his
own personnel moving about or working on the railway premises, but shall then conform to
the rules and regulations of the Railway if and when, in the course of the work there is
likely to be any danger to persons in the employment of the contractor due to running traffic
while working in the Railway siding and premises, the contractor shall provide flagman
or look out men for protection of such persons. The employer shall remain indemnified
by the contractor in the event of any accident occurring in the normal course of work,
arising out of the failure of contractor or his men to exercise reasonable precaution at all
places of work.

Blasting of rocks for foundation work shall be done only after due notice is given to the
employer and time/s and date /s for blasting operations agreed to by the employer. Blasting,
if required to be done in the vicinity of the track, shall not be undertaken until the
Employer’s flagmen on duty take necessary step to protect trains and the track is
adequately protected by the contractor against damage by blasted rock. The contractor
shall follow detailed instructions which will be issued to him regarding blasting operations
in the vicinity of tracks.

The contractor shall abide by all Railway regulations in force for the time being and
ensure that the same are followed by his representatives, Agents or sub -contractors or
workmen. He shall give due notice to his employees and workers about provision of this
para.

The works must be carried out most carefully without any infringement of the Indian
Railway Act or the General and Subsidiary Rules in force on the Railway, in such a way
that they do not hinder Railway operation or affect the proper functioning of or damage any
DFCCIL equipment, structure or rolling stock except as agreed to by the employer, provided
that all damage and disfiguration caused by the contractor at his own cost failing which cost
of such repairs shall be recovered from the contractor.

If safety of track or track drainage etc. is affected as a consequence of works undertaken
by the contractor, the contractor shall take immediate steps to restore normal conditions.
In case of delay, the employer shall, after giving due notice to the contractor in writing,
take necessary steps and recover the costs from the contractor.

SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

MEASURES TO BE ENSURED PRIOR TO START OF WORK (as applicable)

The contractor shall not start any work without the presence of DFCCIL supervisors at
site.

The methodology in detail for execution of the work at site shall be approved by
engineering in charge of the organization executing the work and copies of the same shall
be available with contractor’s supervisor, DFCCIL supervisor of the section in whose
jurisdiction the work falls, if applicable.

Before permitting the execution of any OHE/PSI works, DFCCIL engineer-in-charge
(APM/DPM/PM/Dy.CPM) of the section shall ensure that he received the prior

applicable.

Name and address of the contract assigned to execute the work.

Name of the Contractor’s supervisor

Name of the supervisor/assistant engineer/assistant officer of the construction
organization/other organizations who are going to be site in charge/in charge of work site.
List of the number(s) of individual vehicle(s)/ machineries, names and license particulars
of the driver(s) proposed to be used by contractor.

Information regarding location, duration and timings during which the vehicles/machinery
are planned to be plied/worked.

The supervisors and operators of the contractor proposed to be deployed at work site which
is close to the running track, shall be imparted training by the DFCCIL trainer at contractor
own cost about the safety measures to be adopted while working in the vicinity of running
track. Further competency certificate to the individual supervisors/operator shall be issued
as in Annexure-A by a DFCCIL officer not below the rank of Assistant level officer who
is in charge of site. No supervisor/operator of the contractor shall work or allowed to work
in the vicinity of running track who is not possession of valid competent certificate.
Survey of site by supervisor of contractor and DFCCIL to assess the precautions to be
taken at site for working of trains and materials required for protection.

Written advice to sectional APM/DPM about the detailed planning of work including
protection of track and safety measures proposed to be adopted.

A copy of the approved methodology (to be approved by engineer in charge) proposed to
be adapted by the contractor with a view to ensure safety of trains passengers and workers.
Assurance that the methods and arrangements are actually available at site before start of
the work and the contractors supervisors and the workers have clearly understood the
safety aspects and requirement to be adapted/followed while executing the work.

An assurance register has been kept at site duly signed by both DFCCIL supervisor as well
as by the contractor supervisor as a token of their having understood the safety precautions
to be observed at site.

No work shall which is to be done near running track shall commence unless permitted by
sectional APM/DPM/PM/Dy.CPM.

Supplementary site specific instructions, wherever considered necessary shall be issued by
the Engineer in Charge

Standard Check list on Safety at Work Sites shall be used to ensure that all the requisite
measures have been taken before start of work.

PLYING OF ROAD VEHICLES AND WORKING OF MACHINERIES CLOSE TO
RUNNING TRACKS (as applicable):

Normally, the road vehicles shall be run or machinery shall be worked so as not to come
closer than 6.0m from center line of nearest running track.

The land strip adjacent to running tracks, where road vehicle is to ply or machinery is to
work, shall be demarcated by lime in advance in consultation with the DFCCIL’s
Supervisor. Wooden pegs at interval not exceeding 75mts shall be provided along the
line marking as permanent marks. The road vehicles shall ply or machinery shall work
so as not to infringe the line of demarcation.

If a road vehicle or machinery is to work closer to 6.0m due to site conditions or
requirement of work, following precautions shall be observed.
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a. In no case the road vehicle shall run or machinery shall work at distance less than 3.5m
from center line of track.

b. Demarcation of land shall be done by bright colored ribbon/nylon cord suspended on 120
cm high wooden/bamboo posts at distance of 3.5 m from center line of nearest running
track.

C. Presence of an authorized DFCCIL’s representative shall be ensured before plying of
vehicle or working of machinery.

d. DFCCIL’s Supervisor shall issue suitable caution order to Drivers of approaching train

about road vehicles plying or machineries working close to running tracks. The train
drivers shall be advised to whistle freely to warn about the approaching train. Whistle
boards shall be provided wherever considered necessary.

e. Lookout men shall be posted along the track at a distance of 800m from such locations
who will carry red flag and whistles to warn the road vehicle/machinery users about the
approaching trains. Lookout man shall be deputed for Safety at Work Sites.

f. On curves where visibility is poor, additional lookout men shall be posted.

(iv) If vehicle/machinery is to be worked closer to 3.5m from running track.

Under unavoidable conditions, if road vehicles is to ply or machinery is to work closer to
3.5m due to site conditions or requirement of work, following precautions shall be
observed:

a. Plying of vehicles or working of machinery closer to 3.5m of running track shall be done
only under protection of track. Traffic block shall be imposed wherever considered
necessary. The site shall be protected as per provisions of Para No. 806 & 807 of P-Way
Manual as case may be.

b. Presence of a DFCCIL’s Supervisor shall be ensured at worksite.

C. DFCCIL’s Supervisor shall issue suitable caution order to Drivers of approaching train
about road vehicles plying or machineries working close to running tracks. The train
drivers shall be advised to whistle freely to warn about the approaching train.

v) Precaution to be taken while reversing road vehicle alongside the track.

The location where vehicle will take a turn shall be demarcated duly approved by
DFCCIL’s representative. The road vehicle driver shall always face the DFCCIL track
during the course of turning/reversing his vehicle. Presence of an authorized DFCCIL
representative shall be ensured at such location.

(vi) Road vehicle shall not be allowed to run along the track during night hours generally. In
unavoidable situations, however, vehicles shall be allowed to work during night hours only
in the presence of an authorized DFCCIL’s representative and where adequate lighting
arrangements are made and where adequate precautions as mentioned earlier have been
ensured.

vii) Road vehicles/machinery/plant etc. when stabled near running tracks shall be properly
secured against any possible roll off and always be manned even during off hours.

3.0 EXECUTION OF WORKS CLOSE TO OR ON RUNNING LINES (as applicable):
Any work close to or on running tracks shall be executed under the presence of a
DFCCIL’s Supervisor only.

Q) Precaution to be taken to ensure safety of trains while execution of work close to the
running line or on running lines.

@ Contractor has deputed trained supervisors in required number at worksites duly certified
by APM/DPM/PM/Dy. CPM in charge of the works.

(b) Drivers of vehicle/operators of the machines have been briefed about the safety and

precautions to be taken while moving / working close to traffic.

© Contractor shall ply road vehicles/working of machinery only between sunrise and
sunset. In case of emergency where it is necessary to work during night hours
sufficient lighting shall be ensured in the complete work area for the safety of public
and passengers. Also, additional staff shall be posted as necessary for night working
and taking safety precautions.

d The contractor shall not change the approved vehicle/machinery and driver/operator for
working at site. Contractor shall not induct any new vehicle/machinery and
driver/operator without prior written approval of APM/DPM and the list of such changes
with numbers of individual vehicle, name and license particulars of the driver shall be
given to APM/DPM/PM/Dy. CPM of the section.

© Contractor shall ensure that road vehicle/machinery ply/work in a way so that these do
not infringe the line of demonstration.

® Lookout men with required safety equipment shall be posted where necessary.

© In unusual circumstances, where operator apprehends danger to track while working
truck/machinery near running track, following action shall be taken.

a) The contractor/supervisor/vehicle operator immediately advice the situation to DFCCIL
official/officials of the organization executing the work and assist him/them in protecting
the track.

b) Protection shall be done as done for other emergencies

(h) Individual vehicle/machinery shall not be left unattended at site of work. If it is

unavoidable and becomes necessary to stable the road vehicle/machinery at site near the
running track, these shall be properly secured against any possible roll off and always be
manned even during non-working hours. In addition the road vehicle / machinery should
be stabled parallel to track only so that incase of failure of any securing arrangement, it
may not roll towards the track.

0) All temporary arrangements required to be made during execution of work shall be made
in such a manner that moving dimensions do not infringe. Necessary checks shall be
exercised by site in charge from time to time.

()] During the hours of night, lamps of temporary indicators which are not of reflective type
should be lit at sun-set and kept burning till sun rise, where trains run at night.

i) Precaution to be taken to ensure safety of electrical/signal/ telephone cables while
excavating near tracks.

a) Particular care shall be taken to mark the locations of buried electrical/signal/telephone

cables on the plans jointly with S & T/Electric supervisor and also at site so that these are
not damaged during excavation

(0)] Copy of the cable plan should be given to the contractor’s authorized representative before
handing over the site to start the work.

© Due care shall be taken to ensure that any part of the equipment or machinery or temporary
arrangement does not come close to cables while working.

(i) Precaution to be taken during execution of works requiring traffic blocks.

a) Any work, which infringes the moving dimensions or causes discontinuity in the track

any activity making the existing track unsafe for passage of trains etc. Shall be started
only after the traffic block has been imposed, DFCCIL servant in charge of the work
is present at the worksite, engineering signals are exhibited at specified distance and
flagmen are posted with necessary equipment to man them etc

b) Before closing the work, the track shall be left with the proper track geometry so that
the trains run safely and flagmen are kept in the night with safety and track protection
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equipment to patrol the stretch and take action to protect the track, if so warranted and
inform the DFCCIL supervisors.

C) After completion of work the released sleeper and fittings should be properly stacked
away from the track to be kept clear of moving dimensions.
d) Block shall be removed only when all the temporary arrangement, machineries, tools,

plants etc. have been kept clear of moving dimensions.

(iv) Precaution to be taken during execution of works during night. The work close to
running line, generally, shall be carried out only during day hours. At locations,
however, where night working is unavoidable, proper lighting arrangement should be
made. The engineering indicator boards shall be lighted during night hours as per the
provisions of IRPWM. The staff deputed for night working should have taken adequate
rest before deploying them in night shift. We can specify duration of night shift from
20.00 hrs to 04.00 hrs. All other safety precautions applicable for day time work should
be strictly observed during night working.

V) Precautions to be taken to ensure safety of workers while working close to
running lines.

a) Any work close to or on running tracks shall be executed under the presence of a
DFCCIL’s supervisor only.

b) Precaution to be taken to ensure safety of trains while execution of work close to the

running line or on running lines.

Such works shall be planned and necessary drawings particularly with regard to

infringement to moving dimensions shall be finalized duly approved by competent

authority before execution of work. The work shall be executed only as per approved

procedure and drawings.

All temporary arrangements required to be made during execution of work shall be

made in such a manner that moving dimension do not infringe.

Suitable speed restriction shall be imposed or Traffic block shall be ensured as

required.

The site shall be protected as per provisions of Para No. 806 & 807 of P.Way Manual

as case may be.

Necessary equipment for safety of trains during emergency shall be kept ready at site.
C) A ‘first aid kit” shall always be kept ready at site.

(vi) Precaution shall be taken for safety of public or passengers, while executing
works at locations, used by passengers and public, The worksite shall be suitably
demarcated to keep public and passengers away from work area. Necessary signage
boards such as “Work in progress. Inconvenience is regretted” etc. shall be provided
at appropriate locations to warn the public/ passengers. Adequate lighting
arrangement of worksite wherever required shall be done to ensure safety of
public/passengers during night.
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vii) Precaution to be taken before stacking materials alongside the track to ensure
that safety of trains is not affected. The following precautions shall be taken before
stacking the materials along the track for stacking of ballast, rails, sleepers etc.

a) The sites for material stacking should be selected in advance in such a manner as to
ensure that no part of the material to be stacked is infringing the Standard Moving
Dimensions. A plan of proposed stacking locations be made and signed jointly by an
authorized DFCCIL’s representative and contractor’s representative.

b) The selected locations shall be marked by lime in advance.

C) Presence of an authorized DFCCIL’s representative while unloading and stacking shall
be ensured.

d) The material shall be stacked in such a height so as to not to infringe SOD in case of

accidental roll off.

viii) SAFETY ASPECTS TO BE OBSERVED WHILE WORKING IN OHE AREA

@ No electrical work close to running track shall be carried out without permission of
DFCCIL representative.

(b) A minimum distance of 2m has to be maintained between live OHE wire and body
part of worker or tools or metallic supports etc.

© No electric connection etc. can be tapped from OHE.

d Authorized OHE staff should invariably be present when the relaying work or any
major work is carried out.

© Power block is correctly taken and ‘permit to work’ is issued.

PRICES AND PAYMENT

1.1 SCOPE:

This chapter deals with prices to be paid to the contractor for completion of various items
of work. The contractor shall be paid for completed works in accordance with accepted
schedule of prices and rates, as stipulated in the tender document.

UNIT PRICES FOR MATERIALS:

The unit prices of materials as given in Schedule of quantities shall be inclusive of all
charges including transport, loading/unloading handling all insurance premium, banker’s
charges, all Taxes, Duties and levies (including GST etc.) applicable on works contracts etc.
FOR ERECTION:

The unit prices given in Schedule of quantities shall include cost of erection, testing,
commissioning and cover all cost of administration of the contract, insurance premium,
bankers’ charges for guarantees, cost of storage, loading, unloading and handling of
materials, and for any road transport which the Contractor may use for carriage of materials
between his depot and depot/s and site of work etc. Unit prices quoted shall be FIRM.

QUANTITIES:

The approximate estimated quantities of various items of works are included in Schedule of
quantities and rates. However, quantities can be increased/ decreased as stipulated in Special
Conditions of Contract.

NEW ITEMS OF WORK:

If during the execution of the work, the Contractor is called upon to carry out any new item
of work not included in Schedules, the Contractor shall execute such works at such prices
as may be mutually agreed in writing with the Purchaser.

DEDUCTION OF TAXES FROM CONTRACTOR’S BILLS:

Wherever the law makes it statutory for the purchaser to deduct any amount towards Sales
Tax/Income tax on works contract, the same will be deducted and deposited with the
concerned authority.

The tenderer for carrying out any construction work in Uttar Pradesh and Bihar must get
themselves registered from the Registering Office the Building and other Construction
Workers Act, and rules made thereto by the Uttar Pradesh and Bihar Government and
submit certificate of Registration issued from the Registering Officer of the Uttar Pradesh
and Bihar Government (Labor Department). For enactment of this Act, the tenderer shall
be required to pay cess @1% of cost of construction work to be deducted from each bill.
Cost of material shall be outside the purview of cess, when supplied under a separate
schedule item.

SUBMISSION OF BILLS:

On award of contract, a procedure order for submission of bills for payment shall be jointly
drawn by finance and the purchaser, if required. The contractor will be required to submit
the bills as per the joint procedure order.

PAYMENT:

80% of the item price (material cost) shall be paid on receipt of material in DFCCIL/Railway
custody after inspection. If for any item of work, price of material and erection is not
separately available, 80% of the cost of item of work will be considered as material cost.

Further payment of material and erection cost to cover 90% of the cost of item of work shall
be made on successful testing and commissioning of the installation.

Final Payment — Balance 10% payment shall be released on issue of completion certificate
by the Purchasers Engineer.

RELEASE OF PERFORMANCE GUARANTEE:

The Performance Guarantee (PG) shall be released after physical completion of the work
based on 'Completion Certificate' issued by the competent authority stating that the
Contractor has completed the work in all respects satisfactorily.

RELEASE OF SECURITY DEPOSIT:
Security Deposit shall be returned to the Contractor after the following:

(a) Final Payment of the Contract as per relevant GCC clause and
(b) Signature of Final Supplementary Agreement or Certification by Engineer that DFCCIL has

(c) Issue of Maintenance Certificate on expiry of the maintenance period as per relevant GCC

Forfeiture of Security Deposit:

Whenever the contract is rescinded as a whole under relevant GCC clause, the Security
Deposit already with Railways/DFCCIL under the contract shall be forfeited. However, in
case the contract is rescinded in part or parts under relevant GCC clause, the Security Deposit
shall not be forfeited.

No interest shall be payable upon the Earnest Money and Security Deposit or amounts
payable to the Contractor under the Contract, but Government Securities deposited, will
be payable with interest accrued thereon as per relevant GCC —Clause.

RATES FOR ITEMS OF WORKS:

(i) The rates, entered in the accepted Schedule of Rates of the Contract are intended to provide
for works duly and properly completed in accordance with the General and Special (if any)
Conditions of the Contract and the Specifications and drawings together with such
enlargements, extensions, diminutions, reductions, alterations or additions as may be ordered
in terms of Clause 42 of these conditions and without prejudice to the generality thereof and
shall be deemed to include and cover superintendence and labour, supply, including full
freight of materials, stores, patterns, profiles, moulds, fittings, centerings, scaffolding,
shoring props, timber, machinery, barracks, tackle, roads, pegs, posts, tools and all apparatus
and plant required on the works, except such tools, plant or materials as may be specified
in the contract to be supplied to the Contractor by the Railway, the erection, maintenance
and removal of all temporary works and buildings, all watching, lighting, bailing, pumping
and draining, all prevention of or compensation for trespass, all barriers and arrangements
for the safety of the public or of employees during the execution of works, all sanitary and

medical arrangements for labour camps as may be prescribed by the Railway/DFCCIL,
the setting of all work and of the construction, repair and upkeep of all centre lines, bench
marks and level pegs thereon, site clearance, all fees duties, royalties, rent and compensation
to owners for surface damage or taxes and impositions payable to local authorities in respect
of land, structures and all material supplied for the work or other duties of or expenses for
which the Contractor may become liable or may be put to under any provision of law for the
purpose of or in connection with the execution of the contract and all such other incidental
charges or contingencies as may have been specially provided for in the Specifications.

(if) However, if rates of existing GST or cess on GST for Works Contract is increased or
any new tax cess on Works Contract is imposed by Statute after the date of opening of
tender but within the original date of completion/date of completion extended under relevant
GCC clause and the Contractor thereupon properly pays such taxes/cess, the Contractor shall
be reimbursed the amount so paid.

(iii) Further, if rates of existing GST or cess on GST for Works Contract is decreased or
any tax/cess on Works Contract is decreased / removed by Statute after the date of opening
of tender, the reduction in tax amount shall be recovered from Contractor’s bills/Security
Deposit or any other dues of Contractor with the Government of India.

PRICE VARIATION CLAUSE in Works Contracts is dealt with in accordance with
provisions of GCC 2022 with latest amendments & correction slips.

Maintenance of Works: The Contractor shall at all times during the progress and
continuance of the works and also for the period of maintenance specified in the Tender Form
after the date of issue of the certificate of completion by the Engineer or any other earlier
date subsequent to the completion of the works that may be fixed by the Engineer, be
responsible for and effectively maintain and uphold in good substantial, sound and perfect
condition all and every part of the works and shall make good from time to time and at all
times as often as the Engineer shall require, any damage or defect that may during the above
period arise in or be discovered or be in any way connected with the works, provided that
such damage or defect is not directly caused by errors in the contract documents, act of
providence or insurrection or civil riot, and the Contractor shall be liable for and shall pay
and make good to the Railway/DFCCIL or other persons legally entitled thereto whenever
required by the Engineer so to do, all losses, damages, costs and expenses they or any of
them may incur or be put or be liable to by reasons or in consequence of the operations
of the Contractor or of his failure in any respect.

Certificate of Completion of Works: As soon as in the opinion of the Engineer, the work
has been completed and has satisfactorily passed any final test or tests that may be
prescribed, the Engineer shall issue a certificate of completion duly indicating the date of
completion in respect of the work and the period of maintenance of the work shall commence
from the date of completion mentioned in such certificate. The certificate, inter alia, should
mention that the work has been completed in all respects and that all the contractual
obligations have been fulfilled by the Contractor and that there is no due from the
Contractor to Railways/DFCCIL against the contract concerned.

The Engineer may also issue such a certificate indicating date of completion with respect
to any part of the work (before the completion of the whole of work), which has been both
completed to the satisfaction of the Engineer and occupied or used by the Railway. When
any such certificate is given in respect of part of a work, such part shall be considered as
completed and the period of maintenance of such part shall commence from the date of
completion mentioned in the completion certificate issued for that part of the work.

Contractor not Absolved by Completion Certificate: The Certificate of Completion in

respect of the works referred to in Sub-Clause (1) of this Clause shall not absolve the
Contractor from his liability to make good any defects imperfections, shrinkages or faults
which may appear during the period of maintenance specified in the tender arising in the
opinion of the Engineer from materials or workmanship not in accordance with the drawings
or specifications or instruction of the Engineer, which defects, imperfections, shrinkages or
faults shall upon the direction in writing of the Engineer be amended and made good by
the Contractor at his own cost; and in case of default on the part of Contractor, the Engineer
may employ labour and materials or appoint another Contractor to amend and make good
such defects, imperfections, shrinkages and faults and all expenses consequent thereon
and incidental thereto shall be borne by the Contractor and shall be recoverable from any
moneys due to him under the contract.

Final Supplementary Agreement: After the work is completed and taken over by the
Railway/DFCCIL as per terms and conditions of the contract agreement or otherwise
concluded by the parties with mutual consent and full and final payment is made by the
Railway/DFCCIL to the Contractor for work done, and there is unequivocal no claim on
either side under the contract, the parties shall execute the final supplementary agreement

Approval only by Maintenance Certificate: No certificate other than maintenance
certificate referred to in relevant Clause of GCC of the Conditions shall be deemed to
constitute approval of any work or other matter in respect of which it is issued or shall
be taken as an admission of the due performance of the contract or any part thereof.

Maintenance Certificate: The Contract shall not be considered as completed until a
Maintenance Certificate shall have been signed by the Engineer stating that the works have
been completed and maintained to his satisfaction. The Maintenance Certificate shall be
given by the Engineer upon the expiration of the period of maintenance or as soon
thereafter as any works ordered during such period.

The Competent Authority to issue above Maintenance Certificate shall normally be the
authority who is competent to sign the contract. If this Competent Authority is of the rank
lower than JA Grade, then a JA Grade Officer (concerned with the work) should issue the
certificate. The certificate, inter alia, should mention that the work has been completed in
all respects and that all the contractual obligations have been fulfilled by the Contractor and
that there is no due from the Contractor to Railways/DFCCIL against the contract concerned.

Cessation of Railway’s/DFCCIL’s Liability: The Railway/DFCCIL shall not be liable to the
Contractor for any matter arising out of or in connection with the contract for execution of
the works unless the Contractor has made a claim in writing in respect thereof before the
issue of the Maintenance Certificate under this clause.
Unfulfilled Obligations: Notwithstanding the issue of the Maintenance Certificate the
Contractor and the Railway/DFCCIL shall remain liable for the fulfiliment of any obligation
incurred under the provision of the contract prior to the issue of the Maintenance Certificate
which remains unperformed at the time such certificate is issued and for the purposes of
determining the nature and extent of any such obligations, the contract shall be deemed to
remain in force between the parties thereto.

Final Payment: On the Engineer's certificate of completion in respect of the works,
adjustment shall be made and the balance of account based on the Engineer or the
Engineer's representative's certified measurements or Engineer’s certified ‘“contractor’s
authorized engineer’s measurements” of the total quantity of work executed by the
Contractor upto the date of completion and on the accepted schedule of rates and for extra

works on rates determined shall be paid to the Contractor subject always to any deduction
which may be made under these presents and further subject to the Contractor having
signed delivered to the Engineer enclosing either a full account in detail of all claims he
may have on the Railway/DFCCIL in respect of the works or having delivered No
Claim Certificate. and the Engineer having after the receipt of such account given a
certificate in writing that the whole of the works to be done under the provisions of the
Contracts have been completed, that they have been inspected by him since their completion
and found to be in good and substantial order, that all properties, works and things, removed,
disturbed or injured in  consequence of the works have been properly replaced and
made good and all expenses and demands incurred by or made upon the Railway/DFCCIL
for or in the respect of damage or loss by from or in consequence of the works, have been
satisfied agreeably and in conformity with the contract.

Post Payment Audit: It is an agreed term of contract that the Railway reserves to itself
the right to carry out a post-payment audit and/ or technical examination of the works and
the final bill including all supporting vouchers, abstracts etc. and to make a claim on the
Contractor for the refund of any excess amount paid to him till the release of security
deposit or settlement of claims, whichever is later, if as a result of such examination any
over-payment to him is discovered to have been made in respect of any works done or
alleged to have been done by him under the contract.

PRODUCTION OF VOUCHERS ETC BY THE CONTRACTOR:
For a contract of more than one crore of rupees, the Contractor shall, whenever required,

produce or cause to be produced for examination by the Engineer any quotation, invoice,
cost or other account, book of accounts, voucher, receipt, letter, memorandum, paper of
writing or any copy of or extract from any such document and also furnish information and
returns verified in such manner as may be required in any way relating to the execution
of this contract or relevant for verifying or ascertaining cost of execution of this contract
(the decision of the Engineer on the question of relevancy of any documents, information
or return being final and binding in the parties). The Contractor shall similarly produce
vouchers etc, if required to prove to the Engineer, that materials supplied by him, are in
accordance with the specifications laid down in the contract.

If any portion of the work in a contract of value more than one crore of rupees be carried out
by a sub-contractor or any subsidiary or allied firm or company, the Engineer shall have
power to secure the books of such sub-contract or any subsidiary or allied firm or
company, through the Contractor, and such books shall be open to his inspection.

The obligations imposed by Sub Clause (i) & (ii) above is without prejudice to the
obligations of the Contractor under any statute rules or orders binding on the Contractor.

LABOUR:

Wages to Labour: The Contractor shall be responsible to ensure compliance with the
provision of the Minimum Wages Act, 1948 (hereinafter referred to as the “said Act”)
and the Rules made there under in respect of any employees directly or through petty
Contractors or sub- contractors employed by him for the purpose of carrying out this contract.

If, in compliance with the terms of the contract, the Contractor supplied any labour to
be used wholly or partly under the direct orders and control of the Railways whether in
connection with any work being executed by the Contractor or otherwise for the purpose
of the Railway such labour shall, for the purpose of this Clause, still be deemed to be persons
employed by the Contractor.

If any moneys shall, as a result of any claim or application made under the said Act be
directed to be paid by the Railway, such money shall be deemed to be moneys payable to
the Railway by the Contractor and on failure by the Contractor to repay the Railway any
moneys paid by it as aforesaid within seven days after the same shall have been demanded,
the Railways shall be entitled to recover the same from Contractor’s bills/Security Deposit
or any other dues of Contractor with the Government of India.

Apprentices Act: The Contractor shall be responsible to ensure compliance with the
provisions of the Apprentices Act, 1961 and the Rules and Orders issued thereunder from
time to time in respect of apprentices directly or through petty Contractors or sub-contractors
employed by him for the purpose of carrying out the Contract.

If the Contractor directly or through petty Contractors or sub-contractors fails to do so, his
failure will be a breach of the contract and the Railway may, in its discretion, rescind the
contract. The Contractor shall also be liable for any pecuniary liability arising on account
of any violation of the provisions of the Act.

Provisions of Payments of Wages Act: The Contractor shall comply with the provisions
of the Payment of Wages Act, 1936 and the rules made there under in respect of all
employees employed by him either directly or through petty Contractors or sub-contractors
in the works. If in compliance with the terms of the contract, the Contractor directly or
through petty Contractors or sub-contractors shall supply any labour to be used wholly
or partly under the direct orders and control of the Engineer whether in connection with
the works to be executed hereunder or otherwise for the purpose of the Engineer, such
labour shall nevertheless be deemed to comprise persons employed by the Contractor and
any moneys which may be ordered to be paid by the Engineer shall be deemed to be moneys
payable by the Engineer on behalf of the Contractor and the Engineer may on failure of the
Contractor to repay such money to the Railways deduct the same from any moneys due to
the Contractor in terms of the contract. The Railway shall be entitled to recover the same
from Contractor’s bills/Security Deposit or any other dues of Contractor with the
Government of India all moneys paid or payable by the Railway by way of compensation
of aforesaid or for costs of expenses in connection with any claim thereto and the
decision of the Engineer upon any question arising out of the effect or force of this
Clause shall be final and binding upon the Contractor.

Provisions of Contract Labour (Regulation and Abolition) Act, 1970:

The Contractor shall comply with the provision of the contract labour (Regulation and
Abolition) Act, 1970 and the Contract labour (Regulation and Abolition) Central Rules
1971 as modified from time to time, wherever applicable and shall also indemnify the
Railway from and against any claims under the aforesaid Act and the Rules.

The Contractor shall obtain a valid license under the aforesaid Act as modified from time
to time before the commencement of the work and continue to have a valid license until

the completion of the work. Any failure to fulfill the requirement shall attract the penal
provision of the Act.

The Contractor shall pay to the labour employed by him directly or through sub-contractors
the wages as per provision of the aforesaid Act and the Rules wherever applicable. The
Contractor shall notwithstanding the provisions of the contract to the contrary, cause to be
paid the wages to labour, indirectly engaged on the works including any engaged by sub-
contractors in connection with the said work, as if the labour had been immediately employed
by him.

In respect of all labour directly or indirectly employed in the work for performance of the
Contractor's part of the contract, the Contractor shall comply with or cause to be complied
with the provisions of the aforesaid Act and Rules wherever applicable.

In every case in which, by virtue of the provisions of the aforesaid Act or the rules, the
Railway is obliged to pay any amount of wages to a workman employed by the Contractor
or his sub-contractor in execution of the work or to incur any expenditure on account of
the contingent, liability of the Railway due to the Contractor's failure to fulfill his statutory
obligations under the aforesaid Act or the rules, the Railway will recover from the
Contractor, the amount of wages so  paid or the amount of expenditure so incurred and
without prejudice to the rights of the Railway under the Section 20, Sub-Section (2) and
Section 2, Sub-Section (4) of the aforesaid Act, the Railway shall be at liberty to recover
such amount or part thereof from Contractor’s bills/Security Deposit or any other dues of
Contractor with the Government of India. The Railway shall not be bound to contest any
claim made against it under Sub-Section (1) of Section 20 and Sub-Section (4) of Section 21
of the aforesaid Act except on the written request of the Contractor and upon his giving
to the Railway full security for all costs for which the Railway might become liable in
contesting such claim. The decision of the Chief Electrical Engineer regarding the amount
actually recoverable from the Contractor as stated above shall be final and binding on the
Contractor.

Provisions of Employees Provident Fund and Miscellaneous Provisions Act, 1952:
The Contractor shall comply with the provisions of Para 30 & 36-B of the Employees
Provident Fund Scheme, 1952; Para 3 & 4 of Employees’ Pension Scheme, 1995; and Para
7 & 8 of Employees Deposit Linked Insurance Scheme, 1976; as modified from time to time
through enactment of “Employees Provident Fund & Miscellaneous Provisions Act, 19527,
wherever applicable and shall also indemnify the Railway from and against any claims under
the aforesaid Act and the Rules.

Contractor is to abide by the provisions of Payment of Wages act & Minimum Wages act
in terms Indian Railways General Condition of Contract. In order to ensure the same, an
application has been developed and hosted on website
‘www.shramikkalyan.indianrailways.gov.in’. Contractor shall register his firm/company etc.
and upload requisite details of labour and their payment in this portal. These details shall be
available in public domain. The Registration/ updation of Portal shall be done as under:

Contractor shall apply for one time registration of his company/firm etc. in the
Shramikkalyan portal with requisite details subsequent to issue of Letter of Acceptance.
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Engineer shall approve the contractor’s registration in the portal within 7 days of receipt
of such request.

Contractor once approved by any Engineer, can create password with login ID (PAN No.)
for subsequent use of portal for all LOASs issued in his favour.

The contractor once registered on the portal, shall provide details of his Letter of Acceptances
(LOA) / Contract Agreements on shramikkalyan portal within 15 days of issue of any LoA
for approval of concerned engineer. Engineer shall update (if required) and approve the
details of LoA filled by contractor within 7 days of receipt of such request.

After approval of LOA by Engineer, contractor shall fill the salient details of contract labours
engaged in the contract and ensure updating of each wage payment to them on shramikkalyan
portal on monthly basis.

It shall be mandatory upon the contractor to ensure correct and prompt uploading of all
salient details of engaged contractual labour & payments made thereof after each wage
period.

While processing payment of any ‘On Account bill” or ‘Final bill” or release of ‘Advances’
or ‘Performance Guarantee / Security deposit’, contractor shall submit a certificate to the
Engineer or Engineer’s representatives that “I have uploaded the correct details of contract
labours engaged in connection with this contract and payments made to them during the
wage period in Railway’s Shramikkalyan portal at
‘www.shramikkalyan.indianrailways.gov.in’ till Month, Year.”

Employment and Conditions of Service) Act, 1996” and “The Building and Other
Construction Workers’ Welfare Cess Act, 1996”:

The tenderers, for carrying out any construction work, shall get themselves registered
with the Registering Officer under Section-7 of the Building and Other Construction Workers
Act, 1996 and rules made thereto by the concerned State Gowvt., and submit certificate of
Registration issued from the Registering Officer of the concerned State Govt. (Labour
Dept.). The Cess shall be deducted from contractor’s bills as per provisions of the Act.

Reporting of Accidents: The Contractor shall be responsible for the safety of all
employees directly or through petty Contractors or sub-contractor employed by him on the
works and shall report serious accidents to any of them however and wherever occurring
on the works to the Engineer or the Engineers Representative and shall make every
arrangements to render all possible assistance.

Provision of Workmen’s Compensation Act: In every case in which by virtue of the
provisions of Section 12 Sub-Section (1) of the Workmen's Compensation Act 1923,
Railway is obliged to pay compensation to a workman directly or through petty Contractor
or sub-contractor employed by the Contractor in executing the work, Railway will recover
from the Contractor the amount of the compensation so paid, and, without prejudice to the

rights of Railway under Section 12 Sub-section (2) of the said Act, Railway shall be at
liberty to recover such amount or any part thereof from Contractor’s bills/Security Deposit
or any other dues of Contractor with the Government of India. Railway shall not be
bound to contest any claim made against it under Section 12 Sub-Section (1) of the said
Act except on the written request of the Contractor and upon his giving to Railway full
security for all costs for which Railway might become liable in consequence of contesting
such claim.

Provision of Mines Act: The Contractor shall observe and perform all the provisions of
the Mines Act, 1952 or any statutory modifications or re-enactment thereof for the time
being in force and any rules and regulations made thereunder in respect of all the persons
directly or through the petty Contractors or sub-contractors employed by him under this
contract and shall indemnify the Railway from and against any claims under the Mines
Act, or the rules and regulations framed thereunder, by or on behalf of any persons
employed by him or otherwise.

DETERMINATION OF CONTRACT:

Right of Railway/DFCCIL to Determine the Contract: The Railway/DFCCIL shall be
entitled to determine and terminate the contract at any time, should in the Railway's
opinion, the cessation of work becomes necessary owing to paucity of funds or from any
other cause whatever, in which case the value of approved materials at site and of work
done to date by the Contractor will be paid for in full at the rate specified in the contract.
Notice in writing from the Railway of such determination and the reasons therefore shall be
conclusive evidence thereof.

Payment on Determination of Contract: Should the contract be determined under sub
clause (1) of this clause and the Contractor claims payment for expenditure incurred by him
in the expectation of completing the whole of the work, the Railways/DFCCIL shall admit
and consider such claims as are deemed reasonable and are supported by vouchers to
the satisfaction of the Engineer. The Railway's/DFCCIL’s decision on the necessity and
propriety of such expenditure shall be final and conclusive.

The Contractor shall have no claim to any payment of compensation or otherwise,
howsoever on account of any profit or advantage which he might have derived from the
execution of the work in full but which he did not derive in consequence of determination
of contract.

Determination of Contract owing to Default of Contractor: If the Contractor should:

(i) Becomes bankrupt or insolvent, or

(if) Make an arrangement for assignment in favour of his creditors, or agree to carry out the contract
under a Committee of Inspection of his creditors, or

(iif) Being a Company or Corporation, go into liquidation (other than a voluntary liquidation for
the purposes of amalgamation or reconstruction), or

(iv) Have an execution levied on his goods or property on the works, or

(v) Assign the contract or any part thereof otherwise than as provided in Clause 7 of these
Conditions, or
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(vi) Abandon the contract, or

(vii) Persistently disregard the instructions of the Engineer, or contravene any provision of the
contract, or

(viii) Fail to adhere to the agreed program of work by a margin of 10% of the stipulated period, or
(ix) Fail to execute the contract documents.

(x) Fails to submit the documents pertaining to identity of JV and PAN. Form available in the
Regulations for Tenders and Contracts.

(xi) Fail to remove materials from the site or to pull down and replace work after receiving from the
Engineer notice to the effect that the said materials or works have been condemned or rejected.
(xii) Fail to take steps to employ competent or additional staff and labour as required.

(xiii) Fail to afford the Engineer or Engineer's representative proper facilities for inspecting the
works or any part thereof as required.

(xiv) Promise, offer or give any bribe, commission, gift or advantage either himself or through
his partner, agent or servant to any officer or employee of the Railway/DFCCIL or to any
person on his or on their behalf in relation to the execution of this or any other contract with
this Railway.

(xv)(A) At any time after the tender relating to the contract, has been signed and submitted by the
Contractor, being a partnership firm admit as one of its partners or employee under it or
being an incorporated company elect or nominate or allow to act as one of its directors or
employee under it in any capacity whatsoever any retired Engineer of the Gazetted rank or
any other retired Gazetted officer working before his retirement, whether in the executive
or administrative capacity, or

whether holding any pensionable post or not, in the Railways/DFCCIL for the time being
owned and administered by the President of India before the expiry of one year from the date
of retirement from the said service of such Engineer or Officer unless such Engineer or
Officer has obtained permission from the President of India or any officer duly authorized
by him in this behalf to become a partner or a director or to take employment under the
contract as the case may be, or

(xv)(B) Fail to give at the time of submitting the said tender:

(@) The correct information as to the date of retirement of such retired Engineer or retired
officer from the said service, or as to whether any such retired Engineer or retired officer
was under the employment of the Contractor at the time of submitting the said tender, or

(b) The correct information as to such Engineers or officers obtaining permission to take
employment under the Contractor, or

(c) Being a partnership firm, the correct information as to, whether any of its partners was such
a retired Engineer or a retired officer, or

(d) Being in incorporated company, correct information as to whether any of its directors was
such a retired Engineer or a retired officer, or

(e) Being such a retired Engineer or retired officer suppress and not disclose at the time of
submitting the said tender the fact of his being such a retired Engineer or a retired officer or
make at the time of submitting the said tender a wrong statement in relation to his obtaining
permission to take the contract or if the Contractor be a partnership firm or an incorporated
company to be a partner or director of such firm or company as the case may be or to
seek employment under the Contractor.

Submits copy of fake documents / certificates in support of credentials, submitted by the
tenderer

Then and in any of the said Clause, the Engineer on behalf of the Railway/DFCCIL may
serve the Contractor with a notice in writing to that effect and if the Contractor does not
within seven days after the delivery to him of such notice proceed to make good his default
in so far as the same is capable of being made good and carry on the work or comply with
such directions as aforesaid of the entire satisfaction of the Engineer, the Railway shall be
entitled after giving 48 hours’ notice in writing under the hand of the Engineer to rescind
the contract as a whole or in part or parts (as may be specified in such notice) and after
expiry of 48 hours’ notice, a final termination notice should be issued.

Note: Engineer at his discretion may resort to the part termination of contract with notices,
only in cases where progress of work is more than or equal to 80% of the original scope of
work.

Right of Railway/DFCCIL after Rescission of Contract owing to Default of
Contractor: In the event of any or several of the courses, referred to in Sub-Clause (1)
of this Clause, being adopted:

The Contractor shall have no claim to compensation for any loss sustained by him by reason
of his having purchased or procured any materials or entered into any commitments or
made any advances on account of or with a view to the execution of the works or the
performance of the contract and Contractor shall not be entitled to recover or be paid any
sum for any work thereto for actually performed under the contract unless and until the
Engineer shall have certified the performance of such work and the value payable in respect
thereof and the Contractor shall only be entitled to be paid the value so certified.

In the contract which has been rescinded as a whole, the Security Deposit already with
railways under the contract shall be encashed/ forfeited and the Performance Guarantee
already submitted for the contract shall be encashed. The balance work shall be got done
independently without risk & cost of the failed Contractor. The failed Contractor shall
be debarred from participating in the tender for executing the balance work. If the failed
Contractor is a JV or a Partnership firm, then every member/partner of such a firm shall
be debarred from participating in the tender for the balance work in his/her individual
capacity or as a partner of any other JV /partnership firm.

Further the authorized representative of failed Contractor cannot be accepted as authorized
representative in new contract.

(c) In the contract rescinded in part or parts,
(i) The full Performance Guarantee for the contract shall be recovered. No additional

Performance Guarantee shall be required for balance of work being executed through the
part terminated contract. The contract value of part terminated contract stands reduced to
the balance value of work under the contract.

The Security Deposit of part terminated contract shall be dealt as per relevant clause of GCC.

(iii) The defaulting Contractor shall not be issued any completion certificate for the contract.
(iv) The balance work shall be got done independently without risk & cost of the failed

Contractor. The failed Contractor shall be debarred from participating in the tender for
executing the balance work. If the failed Contractor is a JV or a Partnership firm, then
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every member/partner of such a firm shall be debarred from participating in the tender for
the balance work in his/her individual capacity or as a partner of any other JV /partnership
firm.

(v) Further the authorized representative of failed Contractor will not be accepted as
authorized representative in new contract.

(d) The Engineer or the Engineer's Representative shall be entitled to take possession of any
materials, tools, implements, machinery and buildings on the works or on the property on
which these are being or ought to have been executed, and to retain and employ the same
in the further execution of the works or any part thereof until the completion of the works
without the Contractor being entitled to any compensation for the use and employment
thereof or for wear and tear or destruction thereof.

(e) The Engineer shall as soon as may be practicable after removal of the Contractor fix
and determine ex-parte or by or after reference to the parties or after such investigation or
enquiries as he may consider fit to make or institute and shall certify what amount (if any)
had at the time of rescission of the contract been reasonably earned by or would reasonably
accrue to the Contractor in respect of the work then actually done by him under the contract
and what was the value of any unused, or partially used materials, any constructional plant
and any temporary works upon the site. The legitimate amount due to the Contractor after
making necessary deductions and certified by the Engineer should be released expeditiously.

& EXPLANATORY NOTES OF SCHEDULE PRICES

SECTION-I: GENERAL

1. Supply, Erection, Testing and Commissioning of Air Conditioning System in S&T
installations including Power Supply Augmentation at various locations Under CGM DDU
Unit as per latest Standard /specifications.

2. The work is utmost important and it should be completed within DOC.

3. All the tools & equipment such as drilling machine etc. required during execution of the work
shall be arranged by the contractor.

4. All the safety precautions for men and material working within Railway premises should be
observed by the contractor. The contractor shall be responsible in all respect, if any of their
workmen meets with an accident due to non- observation of the safety precautions. Tenderer
shall indemnify Railway against any or all claims which may arise because of any reason under
any circumstances / incident / accident.

5. The contractor shall store / stock the required quantity of the material in the Electrical depots
required for depot jurisdiction and at work site and shall be used only after inspection and
approval by the authorized representative of PM/GM/EL/DDU.

6. The contractor shall carry out the work daily on Railway working days by their skilled labour
as per rule.

7. The work shall be planned by the contractor in consultation with consignee of work Concern
APM/Dy. PM/Elect for their respective jurisdiction to avoid any interruption to normal power
supply and train movements.

8. The Railway shall not be responsible for any loss or damage to contractor material / equipment,
tools and plants etc. from any cause what so ever.

9. The works shall be carried out to the full satisfaction of authorized representative
PM/GM/EL/DDU.

10. To and from transportation, loading and unloading of T&Ps and material from the firm‘s works
place to Railway site shall be arranged by the contractor.

11. The rates quoted by the tenderers and accepted by the DFCCIL Railway administration shall
hold good till completion of the work and no additional individual claims will be admissible
on account of the fluctuation in market rates, increase in taxes / levies / GST / toll taxes etc.
